Phantom ‘ProActive’ satellite monitoring system
Linked to the alarm, the monitoring system lies dormant when not in use to preserve the battery back
up, which lasts a class-leading 6 months for a 85Ah battery. The alarm is activated in three ways –
a break-in, the caravan moving or interference with the power supply.

Once activated by the alarm, a GSM (phone) message is sent to the Phantom 24hr monitoring centre,
which activates the GPS satellite tracking and contacts the owner to establish whether an incident has
occurred. If there has been an incident, the owner simply has to obtain a crime reference number from
the police. Phantom then takes over and cooperates with the police to recover the stolen caravan.
Average recovery time is 70 minutes.
